Ceremony
celebrates
top learners

The success of thousands of people
who have studied for vocational
qualifications at City College
Norwich was celebrated at a glitzy
ceremony yesterday.

Representatives from local
businesses joined the students for the
awards event at Fusion at The Forum
as part of the second annual
Vocational Qualifications (VQ) Day.

Awards were presented to eight
exceptional learners taking
qualifications at the college,
including East of England VQ Hero
and learner of the year Kerry
Verrall, 37, of Norwich.

Kerry returned to learning last year
after her employer, Yarmouth-based
Thermaglow, encouraged her to take
an NVQ level two management
course at City College.

She was initially nervous but went
on to achieve a level three
qualification in four months. She has
now completed the level four
qualification and is moving on to an
Open University degree in leadership
and management.

Kerry said: “It was such a shock to
get the award. I have worked hard all
my life but it is great to be recognised
for what I have achieved.

“I never thought of going into
further education when I left school,
so this is a second chance for me — a
chance I would not have had if it was
not for the support and

Moving on from the
certificate to the BTEC National
Diploma just a year later, Jade has
four university offers to study to be a
teacher.

She
consistently achieved distinctions
over the two-year course and
achieved a BTEC National
Certificate in travel and tourism.
